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Xcel Energy completes North, East Amarillo upgrades 

Upgraded power line boosts transmission network to meet growing demand 

 
AMARILLO, Texas – Xcel Energy crews are in the final stages of upgrading a 

north Amarillo high-voltage transmission line, capping a multiyear Power for the Plains 
project to upgrade the reliability and capacity of the power delivery system that feeds 
electricity to the northern and eastern parts of the city. 

 
The new, $3.5 million line is an upgrade of an existing transmission line from 69 

kilovolts to 115 kilovolts. The original line, roughly five miles in length, ran from the 
East Plant Substation near Gr
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Xcel Energy’s Southwestern Public Service Company subsidiary serves 80 

communities in the Panhandle and South Plains of Texas and 14 communities in eastern 
and southeastern New Mexico. The company’s transmission system reaches even farther, 
taking in the Oklahoma Panhandle and portions of southwestern Kansas.
