The Owens Corning Activity Center (Activity Center) is located on W. Sundown Lane east of the 

BNSF railroad.  The Activity Center provides indoor recreation facilities to Owens Corning 

employees.  The North Randall County Baseball Complex (Complex) ball fields are adjacent and 

east of the Activity Center.  The Complex is used by the North Randall County Baseball 

Association, which is a non-profit organization that provides instruction and support for youth 

baseball leagues.  The recreation facilities on this property (Activity Center and Complex) are 

immediately adjacent to Segment AB (Alternative Routes 1, 2, and 5), Segment AC (Routes 3, 4, 

6, 7, and 8), and Segment AD (Alternative Routes 1 through 8).  For all alternative routes, the 

proposed ROW encroaches into the recreation facility property. Refer to the table below for the 

distance from centerline for affected segments.
